Course Overview: In each chapter, students will explore the language of algebra in verbal, graphical, and symbolic forms.  A brief summary of the topics covered:  Equations and inequalities, graphing linear relations and functions, solving systems of linear equations and inequalities, polynomials and radical expressions, quadratic functions and inequalities, rational expressions, exponential and logarithmic functions, trigonometric functions.

Throughout the course you will relate and apply algebraic concepts to geometry, statistics and probability.

Course goals and objectives: Students will be able to demonstrate an understanding and proficiency of the above topics through daily assignments, quizzes, and tests.  Success in this class will prepare you for Pre-calculus and college mathematics.

Course Timeline: Approximately 2.5-3 chapters will be covered per quarter.  There will be an assignment every day.  Quizzes are given as needed during the chapter, with at least one per chapter.  There will be a chapter test at the end of each chapter.
Classroom Expectations:

Student Behavior-- 

1. Be in your seat when the bell rings.

(Every day – 1 point is earned for doing the warm-up and 2 pts for being on time.)

2. Bring all learning materials with you.

(Textbook, notebook, pencils, paper, and calculator)

4. Listen and follow directions the first time they are given.

Student Support: I am available for help Monday Power Hour, in the mornings before school, at beginning of lunch, and after school (depending on the sport season).  

Attendance:  For successful completion of Algebra 2, it is very important to attend class on time everyday.  Math topics build on the previous day(s) concepts.  Two-thirds of your participation points will be docked for each unexcused tardy.  

It is the student’s responsibility to find out assignments missed and complete them.  Students with excused absence(s) have the number of days missed plus one to turn in the work they missed.  Quizzes and tests need to be made up ASAP.  Quizzes and tests not made up before the next one will remain scored a “0”.  Quizzes and tests can be made up Monday mornings, after school, or at lunch (by appointment).

Grading: This class is graded on the points STUDENTS earn.  The points/grades are posted online through Power School.  A list of the daily assignments is posted in the classroom, and on Power School.  The grades should be checked frequently.  Please notify me if there is a question or error.

Any student caught cheating on a quiz, test, or an assignment will be given a ZERO (F) on that quiz, test, or assignment and parents will then be notified.

Assignments—

· Assignments are started in class and need to be completed BEFORE the next class meeting.  

· Assignments will be assigned regularly and will be corrected and reviewed in class.

· Late assignments will receive partial credit and will not be accepted after the end of that chapter. 

· All assignments need a heading which includes:

Name, period #, and assignment information (page # & problem #’s)

· ALL WORK needs to be shown.  Any scratch paper used needs to be attached to the assignment.
· It is the student’s responsibility to find out the assignment(s) missed.  

· If a student did not do understand a concept or forgot to complete the assignment, there is the opportunity to redo assignments to receive a better score (up to a 3).

· Students caught cheating more than one time on assignments will be subject to increasing penalties including: loss of EC hall passes, partner quiz privileges, detention, referral, etc.

Quizzes and tests—
· Quizzes and tests will occur during and at the end of each chapter or unit.  

· If a student is not satisfied with their test score, retakes are available.  It is the student’s responsibility to arrange a time for the retake to be taken.  The final score will be the average of the original score and the re-takes score.
· Students caught cheating on a quiz or test will be given a ZERO (F) on that quiz or test and parents will be notified.
Math Notebook—

· Each student is required to have a math notebook, which will be graded at the end of each quarter.
· Your math notebook will include three sections:

1. Information sheets (syllabus and notebook scoring guides will be kept here)

2. Notes

3. Assignments

· Students need to save all of their work in their notebooks until the notebooks are graded at the end of each quarter or unit.
· The notebook is an important part of your grade. (Worth 120 points or so)
Extra Credit-- At the start of each quarter, students will be given 20 extra credit points.  Each pass used to get out of class will be worth –5 points of the allotted 20 points of extra credit.  Students are allowed a maximum of 7 passes granted per quarter (that means students could go into the negative if they choose to leave more than 4 times a quarter).  Occasionally an extra credit assignment is given.  Students must be in class the day extra credit is given.  These are extra points that can be earned, but do not count against your grade when not completed.  Extra credit work will not be given with the sole purpose of raising a grade.
