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Description of Class:


ELD classes are designed to help students whose first language is not English improve their language skills.  There are four levels of ELD classes, each designed to improve students’ ability to speak, understand, read and write in English.  ELD Level II will focus on advancing the students’ skills from the early advanced level to the advanced level.  
Grading:


Grades will be given for written work, spoken (oral) work, class work, group work, and quizzes.  Grades will be updated weekly and posted both in the classroom and on the PTSD website.  Students are responsible for knowing what assignments they are missing and completing them.  Grades will be based on points; the larger the assignment, the larger the number of points. 
Class Structure:


Students will begin every class session by writing in response to journal prompt.  Every week we will study a grammar form, together with another more general topic.  Students will be asked to read, write, and speak in English, and to participate enthusiastically and respectfully in classroom activities.  All work will be kept in an ELD notebook which will remain in the classroom. No homework will be given.  There is one rule in the ELD classroom: All students will show respect to themselves and others.
