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Reading 
· Improve vocabulary and reading comprehension
· Practice and grow more comfortable reading aloud and silently
Writing

· Write to keep the reader’s attention

· Choose an order that works well and helps the reader want to find out what comes next.  

· Create sentences and paragraphs that are enjoyable to read and clearly explain your ideas 

· Write with very few mistakes to show you understand what your are writing
Speaking
· Grow more comfortable speaking to the class and in front of an audience
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Each assignment is worth 25, 50, or 100 points, except for writing work samples, speeches, and projects, which will be worth 300 points.  At the beginning of each quarter, points start again.
