Course Goals & Objectives:
Goals include, but are not limited to:

Literature

· Analyze interactions between characters in literary text and how these interactions affect the plot.  

· Identify themes and provide support for interpretations.

· Identify various literary devices (i.e. imagery, symbolism) evaluate the significance of the devices and explain their influence.

Writing

· Establish coherent, supported thesis statements and paragraphs that engage the reader.

· Create organizational structures that enhance the support for the thesis or main ideas.

· Use precise language, action verbs, and sensory detail.

Speaking (Discussions & Presentations)

· Present and support clear, engaging ideas, selecting appropriate proof to establish credibility and relevance.

· Analyze the occasion and audience, and choose effective vocabulary and verbal techniques.

· Demonstrate effective visual aides and nonverbal techniques to enhance the appeal of practiced presentations.
Senior Project:  All elements and assignments for the PHS Senior Project will be reviewed and completed through the Honors English 12 course.  Class time will be used to explain and review all processes and assignments, but class time will not be given to complete these assignments.  
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Skills and knowledge will be evaluated through in-class essays, presentations, discussions, exams, and analytical, persuasive, narrative comparison/contrast, and creative writings.  Grades are determined on a percentage scale as shown below.  Each assignment is given a point value.
