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Course Overview
Throughout the semester, students will learn about theatre through the lens of Phoenix High School’s Rose Street Theatre.  Students will read, discuss, and explore plays. You will develop a physical and vocal warm up technique.  You will also learn improvisation and have the opportunity to create your own scenes.  You will experience the teamwork and hard work it takes to put on a play. 

Course Goals and Objectives

Students will develop a physical and vocal warm up

Students will create their own scenes

Students will learn how to play an objective in a scene

Students will explore character development

Students will perform a part in the in-class play

Materials 

You will need to bring a pencil and eraser to class every day to write down blocking. You will need to purchase a folder to keep your scripts and handouts in, as well.

Trips and Fees

· Theatre Arts I students have the option of competing in at least one category at the regional acting competition in Salem, OR on Saturday, February 7th, 2009.  We leave Friday the 6th after school, and we will return Saturday evening. Hotel expenses are split, and usually the trip costs about $50.00 per person.

· Theatre Arts I students can also plan on the possibility of attending the Thespian State Conference in Eugene, OR, April 2rd-4th.  We will discuss entry fees later.  

Grading

30% Performances and warm-ups: We will warm up often, and we do a lot of improvisational performances in class.  You will be given a weekly participation grade for focusing and warming up, and for participating in class improvisations.  

30% Scenes and monologues requiring out of class memorization and preparation must be shown on the due date assigned.  If you are not prepared when called upon, you will be given ONE more chance to perform the selection later, but you will receive 20% less credit on that assignment.

Citizenship:

Since acting is a group-oriented, activity-based class, you will be graded on citizenship.  This grade is divided into attitude and use of time as follows:


20% Attitude: Since acting is such a difficult and emotionally risky endeavor, an attitude of respect and acceptance towards each class member is imperative.  Disrespect toward others will not be tolerated.


20% Use of time: You will often be given time during class to work on performance assignments.  To encourage you to work during this time, it is part of your grade.

These percentages are estimates.  Each assignment and performance will be given a point value based on its importance and difficulty.  

90% of the point value =A

80% of the point value=B

70% of the point value= C

60% of the point value=D
