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Course Overview

In this class you will develop a craft so that you can approach any theatrical role with confidence.  You will read, workshop, produce and direct scenes and one acts.  You will select a piece, analyze that piece, workshop that piece and compete with that piece(s) at the regional acting competition in Salem on Saturday, February 7th.  You may be selected to bring a one act to the regional competition. You will participate in a message play for the school and/or community, and you will participate in the Bowmer Project at The Oregon Shakespeare Festival.

Course Goals and Objectives
Students will continue to develop a physical and vocal warm-up

Students will develop a reliable approach to the analysis and portrayal of a character in a scene

Students will attend the Improvisation Festival in Bend on Saturday, October 4th.

Students will perform a piece for competition at the regional acting competition

Students will direct and/or act in a one act

Students will participate in a class “message play”

Students will participate in the Bowmer Project

Students will work on a Shakespearean monologue or scene

Materials

You will need to bring a pencil and eraser to class every day to write down blocking.  You will need to purchase a folder to keep your scripts and handouts in as well.

Trips, Fees, and Expectations
· Theatre Arts III students should plan on attending the Improvisation Festival on Saturday, October 4th at Mountain View High School in Bend, OR.  More information on this event will be forthcoming in another handout ASAP.

· Theatre Arts III students should plan on competing in at least one category at the regional acting competition in Salem, OR on Saturday, February 7th, 2009.  We leave Friday the 6th, and we return Saturday evening.  Hotel expenses are split, and usually the trip costs about $50.00 per person, total.

· Theatre Arts III students should plan on attending the State Thespian Conference in Eugene from April 2nd-4th.

· Theatre Arts III students will study MacBeth and The Music Man, and will attend these productions at The Oregon Shakespearean Festival as part of The Bowmer Project.

· Theatre Arts III students must remain enrolled in Theatre Arts III throughout the year in order to receive credit for the class and their Pass Plus 1.

Grading

Students are expected to attend the aforementioned events as part of the requirements for a passing grade in Theatre Arts III.

Participation: 30% in class discussions, warm ups, and improvisations

Performance: 40% Pieces requiring out of class memorization and preparation must be shown on the due date assigned.  If you are not prepared when called upon, you will be given ONE more chance to perform the selection later, but you will receive 30% less credit on that assignment. This category includes performance at festivals and competitions.

Citizenship: 30% Since Theatre Arts is a group-oriented class; you will be graded on citizenship.   Citizenship includes being on time and prepared.   This means that if you forget your script and pencil, you will not receive full credit for that day.   Citizenship includes being motivated to succeed.  It includes having a positive attitude of respect and acceptance toward yourselves, each other, and me.  Citizenship also includes effective use of in-class time.  As Theatre Arts III students, you are expected to behave as the most professional students we have in this school regarding the theatre.  You will be given participation grades based on your professionalism within this class and as ambassadors of PHS at thespian and OSF events.
